	What will be the take home message? 
If I could change three things, or somehow make three contributions in the next 5-10 years….

1. See that high quality, inexpensive probiotics become readily available in developing countries, especially to prevent death in children through GI infection, and in women through infection and post-natal death or complications. This will take a major effort on the part of companies, governments, NGOs, scientists and others. But, unlike in the developed world, the difference is between life and death. 

2. Understand what triggers vaginal ‘infection’ and aberrant microbiota, and show that probiotic strains can delay, prevent, or counter the process and bring relief to women. 

3. See regulatory agencies and companies finally get the message! The end result will be products are not only high quality, but proven to confer benefits, and that they are permitted to state these proven benefits on the label, irrespective of them being food, natural supplement, drug or device.
